If the donor is a 

tax payer they can 

Gift Aid their 

donation.  To do 

this they’ll need to 

enter their first and 

last names, home 

postcode and 

building 

number/name. 

All of the 

declaration 

questions have to 

be answered by 

clicking on the tick 

boxes to complete 

the process. 

Click on next to 

continue.  

The final step is for 

the donor to enter 

their name, card 

number, date of 

expiry and the CVV 

number from the 

back of the card. 

To meet the 

requirements of 

GDPR, the donor 

has the option to 

keep in touch with 

your Church in the 

future.  To agree 

they click on the 

box. 
Click on the donate 

now button to 

complete the 

donation.
